REFLECTION

 My brothers and sisters, as Secular Franciscans, the call to conversion is not only for the Lenten season, but it is
our way of life. Our Rule of life states: “United by their vocation as ‘brothers and sisters of penance’, and motivated
by the dynamic power of  the gospel, let them conform their thoughts and deeds to those of  Christ by means of  that
radical interior change which the gospel itself calls “conversion.” Human frailty makes it necessary that this conversion
be carried out daily” (Rule 7).

At the beginning of  our Lenten journey, God invited us to return to him with our whole heart. God desires a
deep intimate relationship with each of  us to make himself  and his ways of  loving and forgiving known to us. As
with all relationships, our relationship with God requires time, effort and sacrifice.
